MACBETH – SCRIPT EXTRACT

SCENE FOUR – LADY MACBETHS PLOT
(Context : King Duncan arrives at  Macbeth’s castle to stay overnight) 

LADY MACBETH:	I’ve made you up a comfy bed in a room on
the other side of the castle with very thick walls so no-one can 
hear you scream...I mean snore.

DUNCAN:			Erm, thank you.  

LADY MACBETH:	TAKE DUNCAN AND GUARDS TO FRONT RIGHT HAND SIDE OF ACTING AREA.

DUNCAN:			LIE DOWN, AS IF ASLEEP. GUARDS STAND TO ATTENTION BEHIND HIM.

LADY MACBETH:	GET THEM MUGS OF COCOA.

BODYGUARDS:		DRINK COCOA THEN SLUMP, ASLEEP.

LADY MACBETH:	STAND THERE, SNEAKILY.

MACBETH:		ACT AS IF TRYING TO GET HOLD OF SOMETHING.

ACTOR:			What are you doing?

MACBETH:		My dagger’s floating in front of me but I
can’t catch it.

ACTOR:			TO AUDIENCE - He’s not well.

LADY MACBETH:	STOMP OVER TO MACBETH - I’ve put a
sleeping potion in the guard’s cocoa.  Get on with it!  PUSH
MACBETH TOWARDS DUNCAN’S BEDROOM.  

ACTOR:			She’s so pushy!

LADY MACBETH:	STAMP AND SCARE ACTOR.

ACTOR:			RUN BACK TO SEMI-CIRCLE.

MACBETH:		KILL DUNCAN WITH DAGGER. 

CHORUS			REACT SHOCKED.

ACTOR:			He’s done it.  He’s killed King Duncan.

ACTOR:			How’s he going to get away with it?

MACBETH:		Yes, how am I going to get away with it?

ACTOR:			You could blame the guards.

ACTOR:		Yeah!  And you could kill them and then
they won’t be able to say they didn’t do it.

MACBETH:		Brilliant – TAKE ONE OF THE BODYGUARD’S DAGGERS, KILL THEM AND COME BACK TO LADY MACBETH.

SCENE 2 – ARCHIMEDES

(Context : The various contestants are introducing themselves)

ARCHIMEDES: 	My name is Archimedes – I am Greek.

MRS ARCHIMEDES:	And I’m his wife.

ARCHIMEDES:		I made my greatest discovery in the bath.

MRS ARCHIMEDES:	One day I ran him a nice hot bath.

ACTORS: 			CREATE A BATH. (HH2)

ARCHIMEDES:		When I put my leg in, some of the water splashed out.  PUT ONE LEG INTO THE BATH.

CHORUS:			Splash!

MRS ARCHIMEDES:	When he put his other leg in and sat down…

ARCHIMEDES:		PUT OTHER LEG INTO BATH AND SIT DOWN - …more water splashed out 

CHORUS:			Splash!

ACTOR:			So what?

MRS ARCHIMEDES:	Then I heard him shout.

ARCHIMEDES:		JUMP UP - Eureka!  I have found it! 

ACTOR:			Found what? The soap?

ARCHIMEDES:	No! The amount of water that splashes out is the
same amount of space my body takes up. 

MRS ARCHIMEDES:	Exactly the same amount. See?

ACTOR:			Not really.

AMP AND LEC: 		ENTER ACTING AREA.

AMP:				We’ll put it to the test later in a Bush Tucker Trial.

LEC:				You can sit in a bath of worms.

ACTOR:			He’ll shout more than Eureka then!


AND…CUT SCRIPT EXTRACT

SCENE 1 – BEAR GRYLLS
Context : Bear is making a tv programme about the rainforests
EVERYONE GETS INTO THE FOLLOWING POSITIONS ALL AT THE SAME TIME:-
CHORUS:		BECOME TREES, PACKED TIGHTLY INTO THE ACTING AREA.

LONE TREE:	POSITION YOURSELF IN THE MIDDLE OF THE REST OF THE CHORUS.

DIRECTOR:	STAND AT THE LEFT- OR RIGHT-HAND SIDE OF THE ACTING AREA, NEAR THE FRONT.

WORKER:		STAND AT THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE ACTING AREA TO THE DIRECTOR.

BEAR GRYLLS:	STAND AT THE BACK OF THE ACTING AREA, BEHIND THE CHORUS, WHO HAVE NOW BECOME TREES.

DIRECTOR:	Action!

BEAR:		MAKE LOTS OF HUFFING AND PUFFING NOISES, ‘OUCHES’ AND PERHAPS STOP AND COMMENT ON SOMETHING, AS YOU STRUGGLE THROUGH THE TREES.  EMERGE, AT THE FRONT - Hi!  I’m Bear Grylls and I’m going to show you how to survive in the rainforest.  FREEZE.

DIRECTOR:	…and cut!

WORKER:		START UP CHAINSAW AND MOVE TOWARDS BEAR.

BEAR:		Hang on, what’re you doing?

WORKER:		I’m cutting!

BEAR:		But this is one of the most amazing places on Earth.  And you’re cutting it down?

WORKER:		I’m just doing my job.

BEAR:		There could be nothing left in 50 years.

CHORUS:		RETURN TO SEMI-CIRCLE.

LONE TREE:	REMAIN IN THE MIDDLE OF THE ACTING AREA.

BEAR:		See!  RETURN TO SEMI-CIRCLE, SHAKING YOUR HEAD.

WORKER:		SHRUG AND LOOK AT LONE TREE.  START UP YOUR CHAINSAW AGAIN.

LONE TREE:	LOOK AT WORKER, ABSOLUTELY TERRIFIED. 

WORKER:		CUT DOWN LONE TREE – Timber!
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
